50th Anniversary Celebration

; Itwas a red-letter day for
| the Cape Cod Genealogical
Society, with two separate
observances of the
Society’s 50" Anniversary.

The first was an in-person public meeting on the
Dennis Village Green, near the bandstand, at which
informational materials about the Society were
handed out, and a gathering of current members
assembled for informal exchanges.

At this event, specially made “time capsules”—
transparent plastic bottles with many different

genealogical items—were given out, thanks to the
hard work of Vice President Kathy Kaldis. These
materials are especially designed to stimulate
interest in genealogy as a pursuit and encourage
grandparents, parents, and children to collaborate in
investigating their family’s history. Brand new
brochures about the Society, including membership
information, were also distributed and are available
for further distribution at any upcoming meetings
where there may be interest among the public to
join the Society.

The second event was a Zoom-based conference for
CCGS members in the evening of the same day.
The program included a description of the Society’s
Mission, its history, and upcoming Anniversary
Events for the year 2021-2022.

President Walter Murphy noted in summary that
while some things had changed, many others had
not. He traced the beginnings back to the Society’s
early meetings in Albro House in Harwich, through
subsequent various locations such as Brooks
Library in Harwich, the Council of Aging in
Brewster, a storefront in Dennis Port center, and the
Brewster Ladies’ Library. The housing of the
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Society’s library collection went through similar
iterations before being located at its present site in
the Dennis Public Library. He noted a particular
discussion in the late 1990s about the possible
purchase of a building for a headquarters for the
Society, as part of that history. Some other
interesting milestones were: an article in an issue of
The Bulletin in 1983 saying that members should
definitely NOT purchase computers for their
genealogy; the peak enrollment of 324 members in
2017; the awarding of a prize by the National
Genealogical Society for excellence to The Bulletin
in 2004, the publication of multi-generation
pedigree charts in a number of the issues of The
Bulletin; and the first mention of DNA in genealogy
in a 2006 issue of The Bulletin.

The next discussion was around the Mission of the
Society. The “Objective” of the Society as
expressed in 1977 was the acquiring, indexing, and
preserving of genealogical records and applying of
genealogical standards. At present, the Mission
includes these ideas but specifically expresses that
the focus is NOT exclusively on Cape Cod, and that
the purposes of the Society also include education
about genealogy.

Kathy Kaldis then presented the events for the
Anniversary Year, centered around planting a seed
for the next 50 years, preserving records, fostering
education and research, creating partnerships with
stakeholders, and appealing to the larger
community. October 16, 2021, is our Genealogy
Day, which will be in virtual format and will
include presentations on Whaling Captains of
Color, Women in Genealogy, Cape Cod
connections to enslaved individuals, the
Wampanoag viewpoint, and historic maps. The
newly revised and expanded edition of the Cape
Cod Genealogical Resources book will be available
on that day.

A Gala Event is planned as a formal banquet in
Hyannis on Saturday, April 22. Also, in April will
be what is known as the Scargo Summit—a meeting
with professionals from the FamilySearch
genealogical program with representatives of
various museums and archives on Cape Cod, to
discuss how to permanently preserve and digitize

their numerous historical and genealogical holdings.
The leaders at FamilySearch are regarding this plan
as a possible national model.

Another goal for the Anniversary Year is the
reaching out to the younger generation, one means
of which is the use of the above-mentioned time
capsules which will stimulate young people to
become involved in genealogical activities. A
related project is providing genealogical activities
for third grades in Cape schools, related to their
study of history. A separate time capsule will be
developed and preserved for the Society as a whole
and would contain artifacts about the Society today,
to be opened in 2071. A final event of the
Anniversary Year will be a virtual clambake on
August 25, 2022.

A corporate donor has funded three new computers-
--two for the genealogical library in Dennis Public
Library and one for membership administration.
The new computers at Dennis Library will also
enable the Society to re-establish its Affiliate
Library Status with the Salt Lake City Family
History Library, giving unique access to some
documents that are not ordinarily available through
the regular FamilySearch database.

David Martin provided a summary of a six-session
Genealogical-Education course to be offered for
members in September and October on six
successive Tuesday evenings, 6:30-8pm, starting
September 14. There is no cost, and registration will
be through the Eventbrite system, as announced in
the flyer being distributed. Topics will include:
General Introduction to Genealogy, Immigration
and Migration, Using the Census for Genealogical
Research, Land and Probate Records in Genealogy,
DNA and Genealogical Investigation, and Case
Studies of Application of Genealogical Methods.

Two members also shared their specially-made
cupcakes for the observation of the anniversary;
these were made by Jo Anne Makely and Shari
Sears; each was awarded a prize for their creations.
Happy 50" Anniversary to the Society!



On the Lighter Side
Memorable Pets by Lee MacDonald

I’ve had pets most of my life. When | was a youngster it seems we always had a dog. As | got older, cats were
more prevalent. | did some traveling in my job and I found cats to be more independent, but just as loving as
dogs. All deserve recognition, but there were too many to mention every one, and frankly, I'm a little
embarrassed to admit that some of their names I don’t recall. Some were more memorable than others.

For instance, | remember that day, a very difficult day at work for me. | was tired, probably a little grumpy,

(maybe a lot grumpy). | dragged myself home, unlocked the front door and walked in. There at the top of the

stairs was our dog Sylvester, smiling and wagging his tail, so happy to see me. He lifted my spirits
immeasurably.

| don’t recall the first incident. | was only two or three years old. We lived in
Wakefield, Massachusetts. Our back yard abutted Route 128, a major highway
circling Boston. As my mother tells the story, | was in the back yard in my
playpen when | kicked the slats out and went walking along Route 128.
Skeeter, our dog, came running after me, barking, and herding me off the road.
My mother heard the commotion and came running out to rescue me. Who
knows what would have happened if Skeeter was not intelligent and alert to
the danger?

Dutchess was my mother and father’s pride and joy. She could do no wrong.
They imbued her with human-like qualities. The dog was intelligent and could
understand what they said, so they thought.

My parents owned and
operated a rental store in Hyannis. One day, Duchess just
wandered into the store and stuck around. When she showed
no interest in leaving, and no one came to claim her, my
father took her home for the night. They named her Duchess
and treated her like one. She came into their lives in the mid-
1970s at a time when their three children were grown and my
parents were “empty nesters.” The fireplace mantle had four
framed pictures on it, all the same size: one each of the three
children, and one of Duchess, the fourth child.

On a warm summer evening | accompanied my parents to the
Melody Tent to see Rosemary Clooney and other 1940s era
singers. Of course, Duchess had to accompany us; Duchess
went everywhere they did. We got to the parking lot and they
rolled down the windows and left Duchess in the car. It was
an enjoyable show and at intermission, we were relaxing,
waiting for the singers to return when up on the stage, who
did I spy, but Duchess, looking around at the audience and looking for my parents. My father ran down to the
stage, got up in front of the crowd and to their applause retrieved Duchess. We took her back to the car and
found that someone had opened the doors, let the dog out, and stolen the CB radio. The car doors weren’t
locked. After all, who would lock car doors when your guard dog was in the car. Rosemary Clooney came back
after the intermission. Her first comment was, “Wow, that dog act is hard to follow.”
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Deb and I got two orange tabbies; two so they would keep each other company. Those two cats had entirely
opposite personalities. You had to love Albert because he was so outgoing and vivacious. You had to love
Rocky as he was so timid and reserved. Rocky was the more sensitive of the two. Albert always wanted to play
and wrestle with Rocky, who just wanted to be left alone.

We lived in a downstairs apartment in Plainville, Connecticut, that had no air conditioning. In the summer it got
very hot in the apartment and we usually had most of the windows open. Albert, the heavier of the two with
long hair, would climb onto the window sill and lay down to catch a breeze. One day we went out on an errand
and left Albert in the window. When we returned and opened the door, no Albert and the screen in the window
that he had been laying in was ripped and flapping in the breeze. “Oh no,” we thought, “Albert is lost.” We
hurriedly rushed outside, looking for him, and there, directly below the window that he had fallen from,
cowering under a bush, with terror in his eyes, was Albert. He was scared. When we thought about it, we
realized that if we lived in a world consisting of eight-foot-high ceilings our whole life, we’d feel pretty scared
also if we suddenly found ourselves in the real world with an endless sky and distant horizon. We picked up the
shaken kitty and brought him back inside.

We had a common entranceway with the apartment upstairs, where lived a single, cat-hating lady. Occasionally
we would open the door for a delivery person or other reason and Albert would scoot out the door and run up
the stairs. Why Albert was drawn to this cat-hating lady is beyond me. Perhaps Albert, with his irrepressible
personality hoped to win her over. He failed miserably. That lady would find the lone strand of cat hair Albert
left on the stairs, present it to us and demand that the cat be disciplined, or worse. Visions of Almira Gulch
taking Toto from Dorothy, placing him in a basket, and bicycling through the tornado in The Wizard of Oz sped
through my mind.

One time as Albert escaped and ran up the stairs, | charged up after him, taking two steps at a time to rescue
him. Unfortunately, as | grabbed him, the claws on one of Albert’s back legs was hooked into the tacky, plastic,
imitation green grass covering her stair treads. | took Albert back into the apartment and he immediately started
limping. Something was wrong with his leg. We took him to the vet and found that Albert had a break in a bone
in one of his rear legs. The vet put a fiberglass cast on his back leg to immobilize it.

Poor Albert. He didn’t like that cast one bit. | must admit that it was rather amusing to hear Albert walking on
the hardwood floors in the apartment - pitter, patter, pitter, KLUNK, pitter, patter, pitter, KLUNK as that
fiberglass cast struck the floor. He didn’t think it was funny. He would scratch and bite at it, or kick and shake
his leg trying to knock it off, but nothing would work.

Long after Albert got his cast off, we were sitting in the apartment and could hear distant meowing. We looked
around and sure enough, Albert was missing. We followed the meowing down into the basement, which had
tenant storage rooms made of a lumber frame covered in chicken wire. The storage room next to ours was
empty and spotless, with two exceptions. Albert was sitting there, and next to him, in the middle of a sparkling
clean floor, was a cat turd. Worst of all, this was our cat-hating neighbor’s storage room.

The enclosure was solidly locked. The chicken wire totally enclosed it with one small exception. Near the
ceiling was a recessed opening in the wall between our storage rooms to allow the basement window to be
opened and closed, and Albert had found it.

How could we get Albert out of this enclosure without alerting our neighbor? We tried coaxing Albert back but
no luck. He couldn’t climb the chicken wire to the opening. Then we had an idea. We twisted a blanket and fed
it into the enclosure and lured him back with cat treats. He was a sucker for cat treats. He climbed that blanket
back into our arms. Albert’s present was still sitting in the center of this pristine enclosure. There was no way
for us to get in and clean it up, unless.... We found the superintendent of the apartments who knew our
neighbor and was sympathetic to our dilemma. He let us into the enclosure, we cleaned up after Albert and
never heard anything about it from our cat-hating neighbor.
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Finally, the day came when we bought a house and could move out of the apartment. We began to pack
everything in preparation for the move. Moving day came and we carted the boxes and furniture out, making
numerous trips back and forth to the new house. In and out we went, trip after trip until we had almost
everything out of the apartment except Rocky and Albert. We left them for last. We looked around and Albert
was there, but no Rocky. We searched the apartment and could find no Rocky. He must have escaped when the
door was open and we were moving items out. We started a perimeter search around the apartment in ever-
widening circles looking for Rocky, still no luck. Then we went into and searched the woods at the back of the
building; he wasn’t there. We searched for hours, but could not find him. Finally, we had to leave. We were
heart-broken. Rocky and Albert had been such a large part of our lives for so long, and here we had to abandon
Rocky and it was our fault for leaving the door open.

That night should have been a happy time, but the joy of being in our new home was overshadowed by the
realization that we had to abandon one of the family. We decided to go back one more time to look for him. We
searched the apartment and finally in the basement, above the sheetrock ceiling, way back between the eaves we
spotted two eyes. It was Rocky. Poor timid Rocky, realizing that something was going on, had hidden to avoid
all the commotion. We coaxed him out and took him to his new home. All was well again.

No story of memorable pets would be complete without mention of Otis, another orange tabby. Otis thrived on
not being independent. He relished being around us. At night when the TV came on, he would jump on the
couch to lay between us. It was not likely that Otis would go missing;
He likely feared that we would go missing. If we were in the kitchen, he
would wander out to see what we were doing.

Otis was something of a talker. If he saw birds sitting on the wires
outside the front window, he would talk to them. He didn’t meow, he
vocalized distinct sounds that were like “cat words.”

A big, old, black tomcat we named Sumo, took up residence on our back
deck (maybe because we fed him). When the door was open and the
screen door was in place, they would sit opposite each other exchanging
“cat words” that sounded distinctly like a conversation. I’'m sure Otis
was saying, “Hey man, it’s great to be an indoor cat.” And Sumo would
respond that, “The best life is on the back deck.”

I have had pets most of my life and all deserve recognition for the love and joy I received from them. | hope
they all felt that they received an equal amount of love and joy from me.
